Do | need to be a good performer to study Music Technology?

There is no part of the course in which you are examined on your ability to play an instrument. The
course is designed to teach you to be a music producer/composer and not a performer. It is

however necessary for you to have a good understanding of music, so most students are able to
play an instrument.

No. Although it is advantageous to
have music GCSE many students have
succeeded at A level without it.

Do | need to play an instrument or
sing?

Yes. The expected standard by the end
of year 13 is around grade 7 so we
would expect you to be a minimum of
grade 5 standard to start the course.

Do | need to be able to read music?

Yes. A level music involves analysis of
musical scores. It can be learnt rela-
tively quickly though with a bit of
effort!

How much writing is involved?

This is an A Level, and contains a 3 hour
written examination in which you must com-
plete extended essay-based answers. Stu-
dents have 2-3 theory lessons out of their
fortnight timetable and these sessions are
primarily ‘written’ lessons or the opportunity
to express answers in a written medium.
Otherwise, it’s practical work where stu-
dents should be exploring ideas and perfor-
mance work.
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
